The Amended Use Variance is sought from section 154-15 of the Zoning Ordinance to enable
the applicant to: The existing garage and shed will be demolished. The detached two-car garage
will be replaced the new structure will serve as a first floor conference room and will be attached
to the existing main building. Renovating the existing first floor bathroom to be ADA compliant.

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1. PATRICIA RONAYNE, #00-D-55A
644 S. Church Street, Block 1206, Lot 12 — R-1 residential zone, Amended Use Variance,
Amended Minor Site Plan and Submission Waivers.
Witnesses to give testimony for the applicant Mr. Walter Croft, Professional Architect and Mr.
Glenn Wallace, Professional Engineer were sworn in by the Board Solicitor Mr. Costa.
Ms. Patricia Ronayne, Attorney at law is the property owner. The Zoning Board previously
approved a use variance, site plan buffer variance, and sign variance, May 2, 2001. Ms. Ronayne
testified that the two car detached garage, the metal shed and the concrete foundations will be
removed. The new structure will have a first floor conference room, the second floor will have
two separate offices and will be attached to the main building. The existing first floor bathroom
will be modified to a barrier free bathroom. These changes will bring the building in line with the
ADA regulations. The hours of operation from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm and requested up to eight (8)
employees and two undersized parking spaces 9’ in width instead of 10’ required. Deliveries
would be small box trucks, they connected to public water and sewer and have a dumpster for
trash removal. The submission waivers were discussed. Exhibit marked into evidence A-1
Architectural drawing and A-2 Site plan and Property survey. Mr. Walter Croft, Professional
Architect testified to the existing building and the proposed modifications, the parking lot spaces.
The two story office building is 30 feet. The office addition will remain residential character. Mr.
Glenn Wallace, Professional Engineer testified to the details on the submitted Minor Site Plan,
the decrease in impervious coverage and no impact on the drainage. Mr. Petrongolo, ZB Land
Planner reviewed his report dated May 26, 2015. Mr. Long, ZB Engineer reviewed his report
dated May 22, 2015. Mr. McVey, Fire Marshal reviewed his report dated May 26, 2015.
Chairman Green opened the hearing to the public, seeing none, closed the public portion. Ms.
Ronayne agreed to the Boards professional reports. Mr. Costa, Board Solicitor stated the
conditions for the Amended Use and Bulk Variances, Submission waivers and Amended Minor
Site Plan to expand the existing Law Office subject to (2) undersized parking spaces 9° wide,
need a letter from Mr. Wallace on the phase 1, professionals reports, up to 8 employees.

Road — Major Commercial District zone, Block 503.03, Lot 3, Major Preliminary Site Plan
w/Bulk Variances & Waivers. Fellowship Redevelopment Area Affordable Housing relocated to
Centerton Road. The Bulk Variances are sought from section 154-26 of the Zoning Ordinance to
enable the applicant to: Develop this parcel in a manner that allows adequate parking,
appropriate methods of ingress and egress, and property personal emergency vehicles circulation
within the site. The Use variance was Approved on 12/3/14 and the Resolution Memorialized on
01/07/15. The Board Secretary certified the application complete.

Mt. Laurel Beaver,
Mr. Edward Sheehan, Attorney at law represented the applicant. Witnesses to give testimony
were Mr. Daniel L. Lombardo, Applicant’s Representative, Mr. Owen McCabe, Applicant’s
Representative, Mr. Bruce Engelbaugh, Professional Planner and Project Architect, Mr. Samuel
Renauro, Professional Engineer and Mr. Scott T. Kennel, Traffic Consultant were sworn in by
M. Costa, Board Solicitor. Exhibits marked A-1 Site Plan from SR3 Engineers; A-2 Aerial
Perspective Rendering from Minno Wasko; A-3 Traffic Impact Analysis from McDonough &
Rea; A-4 Revised Preliminary Site Plan from SR3Engineers; A-5 Revised Perspective Rendering
form Minno Wasko; A-6 Color Site Plan Rendering from SR3 Engineers/Minno Wasko; A-7
Fire Truck Cross Sections from SR3 Engineers; A-8 Fire Truck Exhibit from SR3 Engineers. Mr.
Sheehan stated this application was continued from the May 6" Board meeting dated to discuss
the Fire Marshals concerns. Mr. Lombardo, President discussed the background of the VOADV
and its affiliates. Mr. Englebaugh, Planner and Project Architect discussed the architectural
features, building facades and roof lines. He emphasized the use of fire rated corridors, refuge
areas in the stairwells and both buildings will be fully sprinklered. Mr. Renauro, Engineer
testified to the need for the bulk variances. He further discussed exhibit A-6 which shows the
ability of the fire truck to access the proposed buildings. Mr. Petrongolo, Board Planner
reviewed his report dated May 26, 2015. Mr. Long, Board Engineer reviewed his report dated
May 26, 2015. Mr. McVey, Fire Marshal reviewed his report dated May 26, 2015 stated the
applicant satisfied his concerns about the circulation of the Fire Trucks and ability to execute fire
safety in the 4 story building. Chairman Green opened the public hearing to the public, seeing
none, closed the public portion. Mr. Sheehan summarized the application. Chairman Green asked
for a motion. Board member List moved the motion to approve the Major Preliminary Site Plan,
Bulk Variances and Board member Killen second the motion. Roll call vote: Mr. List, Agree;

Chairman Brod, Agree; and Chairman Disagreed. The Motion was carried; so ordered Chairman
Green.
